Synopsis

Development of Port Logistics Hub has been promoted by the Government of Japan.
Yet in order to develop them in each port of Japan, it would be necessary to set out specific
business types and value-added functions there, by considering actual status of the global
supply chains and developments of Port Logistics Hub in other Asian countries.

In this examination, by case studies on developments of Port Logistics Hub in the world
especially East Asian regions, and by a fact finding survey on global supply chains by Japanese

firms, the basic direction of future Japanese policies on Port Logistics Hub is to be examined.
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
