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Synopsis

In recent years, North America, Europe and East Asia are the main cores of international
maritime container transportation. In particular, containerized cargo with regard to East Asia has
been increasing, meaning that this region is becoming the most significant core of the world
container flow.

In this paper, the flows and trends of international maritime container have been analyzed
focusing on East Asia, especially container routes between East Asia and America where cargo
flow is active.
