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Synopsis

In this study, financial states of overseas advanced ports are compared to those of Japanese
major ports using financial data, and it was shown that financial states of Japanese port authorities
are inferior to those of overseas ports. Measures to improve the financial states of Japanese port
authorities are proposed.

Secondly, influences of privatization of ports on port administration in Indonesia are analyzed.
Issues on privatization in Indonesian ports are made clear and proposals for the real privatization
are made.

Furthermore, influences of actual risk such as Hanshin-Awaji Great Earthquake on port
administration are studied, and measures taken for recovery and their effects are analyzed. The
necessity to take risk management into consideration in the field of port administration is pointed
out.
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
