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Synopsis

When we consider the redeveloping and restructuring suburban housing sites, the both sides of a
viewpoint are necessary. One is a viewpoint of the macro city management / city planning about the
ideal method of the place of residence geographical convenience of a whole city. The other is a
viewpoint of the micro planning about the redeveloping methods of the individual residential area.

In this study, we firstly predicted the spatial distribution structure of the future population /
household in the city level and developed evaluation technique of the influence that it gave to
administration costs. Secondly, we developed the redeveloping methods of suburban housing sites
that utilized vacant lands /unoccupied houses effectively and the evaluation technique of the
cost/benefit of redeveloping suburban housing sites.
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
