Historically, road networks covering all Japan were established with highly standards in
Administrative-and-judicial-institutions Era (Goki-nanadou) and Edo Era (Gokaidou,
Wakikaidou) .

From these facts, it seems that these road network worked very well as Devices which
supported social system with Institutions.
It is important that modern road network also works as Devices and more functionally with
Institutions (Rules which support people's daily life)
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
