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Synopsis

In order to catch the present situation of government programs for the
Satoyama conservation, a questionnaire was carried out, to a hundred and forty
local self-governing communities that had a population of over fifty thousand, in
March 2002. As a result, a hundred and five local self-governing communities
answered, seven of them had original government programs for Satoyama
conservation, six of them was considering establishment of the original
government programs, and twenty-nine of them applied existing government
programs for green space conservation to the Satoyama conservation. The all
answers were printed in this report.
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
