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Port Calling League of World Container Ships(2004)
Analysis of the statistics concerning with port calling and
Influence by the crane collapse in port of Busan.

Synopsis

In this document, the data related to the actual port calls by full container vessels which have
been operated all over the world, have been assembled and analyzed. By analyzing these data, the
numbers of calls by container vessels on container ports in the world, the total amounts of the
vessels’ capacity in TEU, and the total amounts of dead weight tonnage of the vessels, have been
calculated, and these results have been assorted according to states or ports. ‘

As a result, it has been clarified that China had the largest number of calls by the container
vessels. Finally, Japan has been surpassed by China and has won the second place. Also by the
result of analysis on port calls by large container vessels, it has been found out that China was the
top country in the world in terms of the total number of calling. '

South Korea was hit from September 12 to the 13™ 2003 by the typhoon No.14, and the port of
Busan affected by the damage that 11 gantry cranes collapsed and are derailed. Then, the influence
by the crane collapse had given to the port of Busan was analyzed from the port call results. As a
result, the analysis has made clear that the port call recovered in October though it had decreased
in September due to the typhoon. The fact that the labor union in South Korea has increased the
working t_ime in 22-24 hours per day can be considered as the major factor. '
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
