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Comparative Study of Public Participation System based on the difference of background

between Japan and France
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Synopsis

The objectives of this study are to introduce the latest French system and case study about
public participation in decision making process for infrastructure development, besides to
emphasize the importance of building Japanese style considering the difference of social
background, history, national character and so on are investigated.

As the results, it was clarified about French styles that consensus is not intended in public
participation, a representative makes a final decision from a viewpoint of rationality, a third
party examines legitimacy of the decision. Furthermore, fundamental consideration about
Japanese style of public participation and comparison with French one was carried out with
considering of custom, culture, characteristics and so on.
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
