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COASTAL AND MARINE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM IN CHINA
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Synopsis

Since Agenda 21 was passed at 1992 Earth Summit, integrated coastal and marine management has become
a big challenge for central and local government. China is also making efforts to carry out integrated coastal
and marine management by improving administrative management system and enacting coastal and marine
regulations, and has made great progress. This paper reviews the past, present and future of the coastal and
marine management in China through internet exploring and researcher interviews. The results show that
the coastal and marine management in China is rapidly being improved recently despite of its short history
of no more than 30 years. The largest characteristics of current coastal and marine management in China are
the separation of the ownership and use rights of coastal and marine areas, and implementation of charge for
coastal and marine uses that is based on a market mechanism. New trends in coastal and marine
management in China lie in administrative collaboration, legal integration, IT application and public
participation to reach good governance of coast and marine areas. All that are done in China are regarded
good experiences and could provide important clues for integrated coastal and marine management in

Japan.
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
