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Transition and Present Situation of International Route and Traveler
in Local Airports
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Synopsis

International airway services as well as international chartered flight services from the local airports in Japan
have been increasing. That’s because developing the local airports and inviting policy of the local governments.
On the other hand, internationalization of the local airports will be made in progress, because of the policy on
liberalization for foreign airlines about airway services to local airports in Japan.

In this paper, we sorted out, classified and analyzed international airway services at local airports in Japan
and international passenger flow from Japan. We also organized effects of the internationalization of the local

airports from the questionnaire survey to the local governments.
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
