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Synopsis

The removal of electric-poles is being promoted to improve urban scenery
and prevent disasters, ensure safe and pleasant traveling space, and conserve
historical streetscapes. But the challenge of lowering the cost of removing
electric-poles must be tackled.

This report was prepared by providing information to various regions to
obtain examples of electric-pole removal measures which were considered
effective and to prepare a collection of cases such as precautions during
operation as a reference for individual road managers, in order to lower
the cost of electric-pole removal to support the further promotion of their

removal throughout Japan.
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
