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It is necessary to catch the downstream effects of dams on rivers with respect to the physical
environment. In this study, we have taken into account the necessity of technical scheme in order to see
the movements of sand passed over the bed laying big-sized-gravels in a state of suspended and
predominant. and gave experimental consideration to the phenomenon of sand deposition into the gaps of

gravels.
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
